This week we’re taking a closer look at a Cricket stat that often
creates a little confusion: Hat Tricks vs. Six Bulls. In DartConnect, a
“Hat Trick” includes any turn with three bulls — either singles or
doubles. However, in the SVDA, what we traditionally count as a
Hat Trick is actually three double bulls, which equals six bulls total.
In other words, DartConnect may list a Hat Trick that includes
single bulls, but a Six Bull requires three red (double) bulls in one
turn. In the Top 10 list below, you’ll see both stats side by side,
including the one player who has recorded a true Six Bull this
season.
